Town & Country South Subdivision Meeting

Thursday, August 20, 2009

Bryan Ziegler called the meeting to order at 7:35 p.m. with 30 people in attendance. 

The minutes from the February 26, 2009 meeting were distributed to all in attendance. Jim Labit moved and Jim Welch seconded to approve the minutes as written. Motion approved by voice vote.

Sue Dame gave the treasurer’s report for the period from January 31, 2009 to August 20, 2009. Balance on January 31 was $11,131.60. 2009 assessments paid to date are $6,536.48. Expenses paid to date, including lawn service, insurance, retention pond maintenance, new sign at Wild Hickory Lane and Hanna Road, permit to erect the sign, and miscellaneous, total $8,131.80. Balance as of August 20 is $9,536.28.

Jim Welch moved and Don Ryan seconded to approve the treasurer’s report. Motion approved by voice vote.
Old Business discussed or reviewed included:

1. Subdivision sign at Windingpath Lane and Sulpher Springs – still have to figure out property lines of our common ground, MSD easement, and St Louis County land before we can go any further.

2. Storm water drainage issues at 773 Windingpath, Hartmann property – the City has a plan to fix the problem and money allocated to do the work but the two neighbors at 763 and 767 Windingpath Lane refuse to give permission for the City to come across their property to do the work. 

City will reallocate the funds if this issue is not resolved.

3. Storm water drainage issues at 731 Shallowcreek View, Siowtu property – the City has looked at the problem and the neighbors have signed a letter giving preliminary permission to do work. Don Ryan said the City will be approving the 2010 budget in October and he will ask the City to allocate funds for this work.

4. Storm water retention pond behind 700 and 709 Shallowcreek View – a group gathered and cleaned out 2 – 3 big loads of brush and Angelo DeLuca hauled away 15 cu yards of brush. A backhoe operator was hired to clean out all the dirt from the inlet to the outlet and down about 18 inches to the concrete race. 
A fall clean-up party will be organized for sometime in October 2009.

      5.   Trees on common ground behind 865 – 891 Rockridge – we will continue to work 
on that area.

      6.   National Night Out Ice Cream Party on August 4 – 136 servings were paid for by 


the subdivision. The West County Fire Dept stopped by with a fire truck and the 
Manchester Police stopped by. Sue Allen, State Representative for the 92nd District, was a special guest. The party was considered a huge success. We will plan to do again next year but extend the time to 1 ½ hours from the 1 hour this year.
New Business: None

Other Concerns:
1. Speeding and running stop signs in the subdivision – 
Ideas proposed included speed bumps, more stop signs, no turns from Sulpher 
Springs and from Hanna between 7 – 8 a.m. and 2 – 3 p.m. except for subdivision 
residents. 

2. Rental properties –

An occupancy permit from the County is required before a property can be rented. 

Property must meet all code requirements.

3. Code violations – call or email Dave Fox, Manchester City Hall with any concerns or complaints.

1. Parking stickers issued last August 2008 are valid through August 2010. If anyone needs a parking sticker for this school year, please contact Bryan Ziegler or Sue Dame. Documents required to get a parking sticker include subdivision assessments paid up, personal property tax document showing vehicle registered to your house, and license plate number.
2. Subdivision assessment was due June 30.
