Town & Country South Subdivison Meeting

August 12, 2010

Bryan Ziegler called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at Manchester City Hall, 2nd floor meeting room. Approximately 25 residents were in attendance. Dave Willson, Manchester Mayor, and John Diehl, Alderman, were invited guests.

John Diehl reported on the property at Sulpher Springs and Windingpath that is formerly known as the saddle club property. It is in foreclosure and may become available for purchase. The City is considering buying it for a city park. 

The resident at 868 Shallowcreek is losing backyard due to erosion from the small creek that runs along the edge of that property. The City Engineer has looked at the problem and the City is working to resolve this problem. 

Dave Willson reported on several items regarding the City:

1. The Great Streets Initiative which involves Manchester Road from Hwy 141 to Clarkson Road. Ballwin was the only city to accept the proposal. The plans are back on the drawing board. 

2. Police Chief – the 2nd reading to appoint Tim Walsh will be done at the next Aldermanic Board meeting on August 16.
3. The Highlands – sales tax revenue is far exceeding expectations.

4. The old Gold’s Gym property – a bank will be building there.

5. The City has secured funding for a $2.4 mil project to address flooding in the Chadwick subdivision. 

6. Street maintenance and other infrastructure maintenance continue at the rate of $750,000 to $1mil a year. Blacktop coating is used only if the concrete base is in excellent condition. The City is replacing concrete sections as needed.
7. Hanna Road bridge will open a week later than scheduled, which puts it after Parkway schools open. Two of the causes for the delay are time and effort to get to bedrock for the piers took longer than anticipated and rain in early summer.
8. Speeding – residents asked for increased police patrols when school starts.

9. Southside TTD (Transportation Taxing District) – this is the area south of Manchester Road and across from the The Highlands. Businesses in that area have been collecting a special tax to revitalize the area, i.e. street improvements, lighting, etc. They agreed to pay Pace Developers for 33% of the cost of the traffic light at Manchester and Highland Blvd. Pace had to file a lawsuit to get the Southside TTD to pay them. 

Jim Labit brought up an area in Sante Fe, NM, similar to the Great Streets Initiative. Discussion ensued. 

Secretary’s Report – Jim Labit moved and it was seconded to approve the minutes. Passed.

Treasurer’s Report – discussion ensued regarding income from assessments vs. expenses. Jim Labit asked for a full year report of income and expenses. He also asked for a budget. Sue Dame reported that expenses for years 2005 - 2008 have averaged $7,600 per year. Bryan Ziegler pointed out that the indentures state the maximum assessment can be no more than $50 per year. Assessment above $50 per year would require a majority vote of all the residents. 
Robert Vogt moved and Dottie Hempel 2nd to accept the treasurer’s report. Passed.

Old Business:

1. Sign at Windingpath and Sulpher Springs – Trustees are working with the City regarding a small piece of land owned by the City that is left from reconfiguring that intersection. We are asking the City to vacate the land and transfer it to the subdivision. 

Another small piece of property needed for sign placement is a part of the property formerly known as the old saddle club, which is now in foreclosure. We would like a small bit of saddle club property to be vacated and transferred to the subdivision. We have been mowing both bits of property ever since Windingpath was extended out to Sulpher Springs Rd. 

2. Speeding – question was raised about speed bumps to slow down cars. It was pointed out that is possible only if subdivision owns and maintains the streets. 
3. In addition to storm water drainage problems at 773 Windingpath, 731 Shallowcreek and 868 Shallowcreek, the sewer drop behind 711 Shallowcreek is another issue. The City has looked at the sink holes around that sewer drop and is working on a solution.

4. Bryan reminded everyone that the trees on the easement between the sidewalk and the street are the responsibility of the home owner. Trees are to be trimmed to 14 ft on the street side and 7 ft. on the sidewalk side. If dead, the home owner is responsible to remove the tree. The City pruned the trees along Windingpath, which is also a snow route. 

Sue reminded residents who live on Wild Walnut and Windingpath whose properties back up to Hanna Road that they are responsible for mowing the strip of grass between their back fence and the sidewalk along Hanna.
5. Street lights – Sue reported the City will trim the trees around the street lights. Volunteers to inventory the street lights, check that they work and where trimming is needed are:

Robert Volk, 709 White Willow; Brian Harter, 727 Rockridge; Shaun Siegel, 775 Rockridge.

6. Common ground maintenance – 

    a. Jim Labit and Melissa Walker have worked one morning a week since this spring to clean out the storm water retention pond behind 700 Shallowcreek. They have the side east of the channel cleaned out and the mower guy is able to go into the pond area to keep it mowed. They continue to work on the side west of the channel. Thank you’s to Jim and Melissa. 

    b. Park area at Windingpath and Shallowcreek has 2 large dead trees. Trustees will get bids to have those trees removed and clean out along the tree line along the creek that runs through that area. 
New Business:

1. Bob Hempel asked if new residents get a copy of the subdivision indentures. A copy is posted on the subdivision website – www.townandcountrysouth.org. 

Announcements:

1. Parking stickers for the period through June 30, 2012 are available for all residents and their vehicles registered to an address in the subdivision. 
Requirements to get a parking sticker include:


a. Proof that the vehicle is registered to a subdivision address

b. Subdivison assessments paid in full
c. Vehicle make, model, year and license plate provided to a trustee.

Stickers are available from any of the trustees.

2. Subdivision workday will be Saturday, October 16, at 9:00 a.m. Meet at the common ground on Windingpath at the Sulpher Springs entrance. If any Scout groups need service hours, we welcome their participation.

Bryan Collier moved and Jim Labit seconded to adjourn the meeting. Passed.
