 Town &Country South Subdivision Meeting

Thursday, August 11, 2011 – 7:30 p.m.

Bryan Ziegler called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. with 14 residents in attendance. John Schrader, Alderman, Ward 3, who is also a resident, represented the City of Manchester.

John Schrader reported the following:

1. The Channel B storm water project includes creek bank erosion control behind the houses on Shallowcreek in the 2013 Budget.

2. Code violations – Dave Fox, code officer, is working with a couple houses to address issues. If residents see problems, they should report them to Dave Fox.

3. Manchester Highlands – the last lot to the south of the Police Station is close to closing. Retailer will be one of only 2 in the St Louis area. City anticipates it could bring in $20 million in sales tax.
4. Manchester Homecoming is September 9 – 11. The parade on Saturday morning will begin at the Baptist Church on Meramec Station Rd and end at Southwest Middle School. 

Secretary’s Report – John Schrader moved and Dottie Hempel 2nd to accept the February 10, 2011 minutes. Passed.

Treasurer’s Report – Bryan reported that as of July 15, 45 houses out of 225 have not paid the 2011 assessment fee. 9 houses have been delinquent more than one year. 

The property at 801 Wild Hickory was brought up and question asked if there is anything the City can do about this property. There are code violations and the City is working on it. If anyone has a complaint about a property, they are to call Dave Fox, who is the City Code Officer and he will deal with it.

Ice Cream Social was held on June 28 and very well attended.

Gary Weintraub moved and Ed Martz 2nd to accept the Treasurer’s report. Passed.

Old Business – 

1. Storm water issue at 773 Windingpath Lane – neighbors refused to grant access. Funds reallocated to 731 Shallowcreek View.

2. Storm water issue at 731 Shallowcreek View – project completed.

3. Residents reminded that property owner is responsible for trees between the sidewalk and the street. Ed Martz , 884 Rockridge, asked about a tree on the property line and in the easement that is dying and a fire hydrant is near. What is the best way to handle? Suggested he contact Ed Blattner, City Streets Dept, or the Fire Department or the Water Department.

4. Trash cans - Reminder they are to be set out the evening before the day of trash pick-up and removed from curb the evening after trash pick-up. Trash cans are to be stored out of sight and behind the front line of the house.

5. Retention Pond – Jim Labit wants someone hired to chip stumps and weed whip. If the mower won’t weed whip, then get another mower. The trustees will look into the matter and budget for these projects in 2012. 
Other Issues -  

Issue raised about loud music from passing cars or backyards. John Schrader said it is a peace disturbance if the noise can be heard 50 feet or more from a passing car or from a building or yard. Call the police if this is a problem.

Parking Stickers – available from any of the trustees.
