Alderman John Schrader. reported the following:

Old Business – 

1. Retention Pond and common ground around retention pond – Steve Hicks, 891 Rockridge asked how much more brush is going to be cleared, especially along Fish Pot Creek. He pointed out that Jim Labit continues to clear out brush along the creek. The trustees will talk to Jim and redirect him to other projects.
New Business – 

1. Neighbors of 740 Windingpath, which is common ground between 2 houses, pointed out a sinkhole on a line between the light and the electric box. A storm water pipe is also in that line. A work order has been placed with MSD. John S. said he will talk to Bob Rucks, the city street director, to investigate as well.
2. Street lights – question was raised how to get a burned out light fixed. They were advised to call Ameren and give them the pole number. 

Other Issues -  

Housing development on the old riding arena property – the first house has been built and is for sale. Area across the front of the property has been landscaped.
Ice Cream Social – held on June 27 and was a success with over 100 people in attendance.
Parking Stickers – are available from any of the trustees. The new stickers will be effective with the start of the school year on August 14, 2012.
