4. Budget talks will begin in October 2013.

7. Manchester Arts Council and Manchester City Band are both doing well. Everyone is invited to an October 4 concert. 
Secretary’s Report – Ron Nason moved and Melodee Portell 2nd to accept the March 6, 2013 minutes. Passed.

Treasurer’s Report – Sue Dame reviewed the income and expense report for the period from March 6, 2013 to August 6. Balance on August 6, 2013 is $15,296.98

Jim Welch moved and Kenny Roberts 2nd to accept the Treasurer’s report. Passed.

Old Business – 

1. Common Ground Maintenance – Trustees reduced the number of mowings from 30 to 20 for the 2013 season. They also asked for volunteers to help with any maintenance needs.

New Business – 

1. Current indenture has capped subdivision assessment fee at $50/year. Discussion was had to increase the limit above $50. One option discussed was a one-time special assessment to increase the cushion. John Schrader moved and Ron Nason 2nd to table the discussion. Passed.
2. Question was raised about street repair. Our streets are in bad shape. John Schrader reported that it costs $1,000/slab to replace slabs. The City spends $1mil/year on streets, sidewalks and sewers. Suggested to call Bob Ruck, City Streets Dept.

Ron Nason moved and Ed Reilly 2nd to adjourn the meeting. Passed.
