Mayor Willson reported the following:

1. April 8 election for Mayor and 3 Aldermen. Reminded everyone to vote. 
2. City passed an ordinance banning funeral protests.
3. City passed ordinance banning texting or use of electronic device while driving.

4. STL250 – celebrating St Louis’ 250th birthday. 2 birthday cakes will be in Manchester for the year. One in front of the Lyceum, aka City Hall, and one at Barrett Elementary.

The Lyceum was built in 1894 and over the years was a general store, a stage coach stop between St Louis and Kansas City and now City Hall. The 2nd floor was used for community events.

5. Manchester Road is also State Hwy 100 and is the only road going west out of St Louis that doesn’t cross a river. This fact pointed out in case of a natural disaster or other need to evacuate the area. Manchester Road will be resurfaced in 2014 from Hwy 141 to Ellisville.

6. Andy Hixson, City Administrator, was awarded Young Professional Award.
7. Ruth Baker, City Clerk, recently appointed to MO Municipal League Board of Directors.

8. Manchester was named to Top 10 Cities to Live In in Missouri. 

9. MSD and MO Department of Natural Resources awarded honor to City for not polluting streams.

10. Free recycling of electronics and metals every 3rd Saturday of month from 8 AM to 11 AM.
11. City purchased 4 new police cars – all are 4-wheel drive SUV’s.

12. 600 tons of salt are still coming in case winter lingers.
John Schrader reported:

Regarding texting while driving, Manchester is 2nd city in MO to pass law that covers everyone. State law applies to those under 21.
Secretary’s Report – Ben Toben moved and Ray Smith 2nd to accept the August 6, 2013 minutes. Passed.

Treasurer’s Report – Sue Dame reviewed the income and expense report for the period from August 6, 2013 to February 12. Balance on February 12, 2013 is $15,901.13
Sue pointed out the number of homes behind in paying their assessment and the total is $4,000+. She noted that a lien is placed against the home to collect the money when it is sold, if not paid before then.

John Schrader moved and Shawn Seigel 2nd to accept the Treasurer’s report. Passed.

Old Business – 

1. Street repairs – City is allocating funds now for spring and summer street repairs. Now is the time to bring any spots in bad repair to attention of Bob Ruck, City Streets Dept.
2. Speeding cars – discussion of options and past efforts. Ben Toben move and Ray Smith 2nd to pursue lowering speed limit in sub-division to 20 MPH.
New Business – 

1. Trustee Election – Sue Dame wants to step down after 20 years as a Trustee. No one stepped forward but 2 residents are considering it. 
2. Spring Common Ground Walk – Chris R. invited any resident to join the Trustees this spring. The date and time will be announced by group email.
