Treasurer’s Report – on hold until a new treasurer can be elected. Sue Dame no longer lives in the subdivision.
Old Business – 

1. Speed limit – nothing has been done since the February meeting to address this issue. 
2. Spring Walkabout – Chris report that on May 9 the trustees and a few residents walked the common grounds.

a. 688 Windingpath – 2 garden beds on common ground behind house. 

b. 875 & 879 Rockridge – pine trees on common ground have small trees and honeysuckle growing up in them.
c. Retention pond – raceway between inlet and outlet is filled with leaf trash. Needs to be cleaned out down to the cement. 

d. Branches have been dumped around the edge of pond. Need to clean up. Bank is not being mowed.

e. Steve Hicks, 700 Shallowcreek, wants to be involved in anything done behind his house.

f. 712 or 716 Shallowcreek – yard waste dumped on common ground. Area not being mowed.

g. Common Area between 736 & 744 Shallowcreek – Ground washing out between electric box and phone box, phone lines exposed. Need to call ATT or Ameren.

h. 748 Shallowcreek – Swing set and firepit w/ stones on common ground. Also metal benches. Grass growing up around benches.

i. 752 Shallowcreek – Yard waste around tree on common ground between 748 and 752.

j. 756 Shallowcreek – pile of sticks on common ground. Square dug on common ground. 

k. Wildway Circle #6 – Paula Hartman on the walk and we told her we will call tree service to have 2 trees behind their house evaluated.

l. Wildway Circle #7 – tree on common ground leaning toward house
m. Wildway Circle #8 – dead tree caught in another tree, both on common ground
n. Parkway South side – brush dumped behind #6 & #7 is pushing the line towards our common ground. 

o. Brush behind 801 & 803 is on common ground but Parkway is mowing the entire area on their level.

New Business – 

1. Trustee Election – Shaun Siegel was nominated for Treasurer and elected unanimously.  
2. Spring Common Ground Walk 
a. Liability issue was raised about property owner having playground equipment on common ground.
b. Owner at 683 WP reported that a tree fell from common ground onto their backyard.
3. Storm water retention pond – Jim Labit raised issue of maintenance to include:
a. Remove all trees inside the basin.
b. Keep all debris inside basin removed and basin mowed.

c. Keep concrete raceway that runs between inlet and outlet clean of leaves, etc down to the concrete.

d. Address the sinkhole that is between the pond outlet and the creek outlet.

4. Delinquent assessments – Jim Labit report that City of Manchester will put delinquent assessments on property tax statements. Need to talk to City.

5. Street signs at Windingpath and Hanna are faded and hard to read. Need to be replaced.
6. Treasurer’s Report – Jim Labit asked that a 12 month report be presented at next meeting.
