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March 9, 2016 – 7:30 PM
Chris Rosenthal called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. with 18 residents in attendance. Meeting held at Hanna Woods Elementary. 
Secretary’s Report – Joyce Smith reviewed the minutes.  Dottie Hempel moved and Jim Welch 2nd to accept the minutes from the August 19, 2015 meeting. Passed.

Treasurer’s Report – Shaun Siegel reviewed the treasurer’s report. Joan Ranson moved and Sandy Reiner 2nd to accept the treasurer’s report. Balance as of February 11, 2016 is $17,816. Passed.
Old Business – 
1. Retention Pond – Shaun Siegel spoke with MSD and was told that our pond predates MSD. They don’t have any records on it nor any interest in it. The important thing is to maintain the ingress and egress of storm water through the pond; to keep leaves and tree debris from blocking the ingress and egress; and to keep the basin mowed at least once every 6 months. We hired Mike Martin, the man who mows the common ground, to remove leaves and tree debris last summer and will continue to do so.
2. Subdivision social events – the summer ice cream social is always a success and will be planned again for this coming summer. Other ideas proposed were a Block Party style BBQ and an Easter egg hunt. No one volunteered to organize these or any other activity. 

3. Chris pointed out that the brick half wall on the south side of the Hanna Road north entrance has a crack that needs to be fixed. The trustees will pursue getting that repaired.

4. Street repair – much work was done last summer and more work will be done this spring.
a. Several segments on Windingpath have been marked for repair or replacement and pylons have been dropped at those locations. 
b. If you see a problem, call Bob Ruck at City Hall. He is in charge of street maintenance for Manchester.

5. Property code violations, including unmowed lawns, houses in disrepair, etc. Call Dave Fox at City Hall. He is in charge of contacting property owners about these matters. The house at 719 Wildview was pointed out as it has appeared abandoned for the last few years. Chris said it has been foreclosed on and the bank has the property. Chris advised that neighbors not mow, but call the City as a way to get the bank to move along on getting this house sold.
New Business – 

1. Election of Trustee for Secretary – Sandy Reiner was nominated. Bob Hempel moved and Joan Ranson 2nd her nomination. Passed. Joyce Smith is retiring after serving 11 years as Trustee.
2. Spring Walkabout – Chris will send an email as to when the Trustees will walk the Common Ground to inspect for problems; such as dead or fallen trees, private property on common ground, etc. Areas noted last year:

a. Parkway School District is encroaching behind Wildway Circle.

b. Playset, firepit and wood piles noted behind various houses on Shallow Creek View.

c. Trampoline and wood pile behind 688 Windingpath.

d. Sweet gum balls on sidewalks are not being cleaned up and presenting a safety hazard to people who walk the neighborhood.

3. Street lights – if notice that one is out, report it to Ameren.
